	Chairperson’s Report
· Previous minutes were not accepted and signed as Caroline was absent
· Ago opened the meeting and thanked everyone for attending the meeting

· Ago attended the last Two CCDG meetings, one of which was also supposed to be attended by Brad Webb who did not show. He stated that he was getting tired of this and that in future if someone does not intend to complete a task, then they should not volunteer to do so.
· The Eden Green newsletter was delivered by Ago with the help of Caz and her family. Darlene still owes payment for this which is as yet an undetermined amount.

· Ago received a letter from Charlotte Williams asking for some funding for a book competition. The details will be discussed latter.
Treasurer’s Report
· The balance of the account is $5,153.99
· Frank queried two debits from the account of $75 which ago said were probably for the Easter egg baskets that Caroline bought and the other $40. He said that Shannon had a withdrawal form with her but he could not contact her to confirm this as she was away on holiday and he even asked Caroline to call on her but had not heard anything since. As yet there is also no confirmation that she had done the ID check with the bank. Ago said that he would try to contact her as he lived close by and might be able to catch her at home.
Regional Meeting
· Ago attended the CCDG meeting on Wed 26th March. This was mainly about the Terms of Reference for the CCDG and its adoption in the finalised form. There was also a vote to allow the VIV card program to be rolled out to all volunteers in the Cockburn area. This would allow people who volunteer at sports clubs and schools for example to receive the benefits of the discount card as well.
· Ago also discussed the broadband problem at the meeting and asked other associations to also write to Melissa Parkes

· The second CCDG meeting was held on the 15th May and Ago also attended. The CEO of Cockburn Stephen Cain outlined the Plan for the District 2008-2018. A copy is available for anyone who wishes to read it .The main point of interest for Hammond Park are 1.the Russel Rd re alignment ,which is currently underway

Funding short fall has meant that the project will be                                                 completed in stages after the council has voted to move ahead with debt funding, this will be completed over 2years.     
3. Clubrooms for Eden Green oval, the designs are expected      by the end of the next financial year with completion in five years. Other items include the extension of Hammond Rd and Spearwood Av which will improve the traffic flow for the area.                         

· A planned minor train station at Russell Rd is at this stage not going ahead. Although the government are not looking at it, the council are negotiating for it to proceed.
Road works

· The intersection of Russel Rd and Macquarie Blvd are to be controlled by lights with Macquarie becoming the main entrance into the suburb. Ashendon Blvd will remain open. The existing entry statement has been demolished. We were told that the inner wall was to remain and its demolition is of some concern. This is still under the control of Australand and although we have written letters and made calls there is still no response about what will happen.
· An amendment for the neighbourhood centre has been received by council to alter set backs and access driveways. It is proposed to have a tavern and a supermarket on the southern side and a doctor surgery and child care centre on the other.
Financial basics meeting
· The council is holding a book keeping work shop on Mon 22nd May. Ago has volunteered to attend. There were no other volunteers.

· A letter was sent to Telstra voicing our concerns and as yet there has been no reply.

· There are currently, no street lights between the freeway and Ashendon Blvd and this is very dangerous particularly at the turn off near the freeway entrance.
· When asked if there any going up with the Russell Rd re alignment , Ian Whitfield said that he would make a request to council on the matter and follow it up for us.

· A request for a 50km speed sign for Ashendon was also touted. This is to be submitted to Main Roads when the re alignment is complete
· A flashing light sign ,as seen on Murdoch Av, Willeton was also discussed as a possible solution, particularly for slowing traffic on Hammond Rd near the Jandakot Primary School. Ian will investigate who is responsible for  erecting these.
